INNOVATIVE FEATURES OF THE CONFERENCE

"Dialogue” is the goal and common denominator at all levels of the
conference’s organization. Under each of the broad thematic sessions,
speakers from different fields of research will approach the topic from
their own perspective. Their dialogue partners will then be invited to
comment, setting out their own views or broaching new questions.

Fundamental innovative features of the conference will include the
electronic scholarly journal (the AD e-Journal), the networking of scientists,
intellectuals and artists who are engaged with Greek culture (the Athens
Dialogues Network) and the live webcast of the conference. Users can
access those facilities by visiting the official website of the conference
www.athensdialogues.org.

THE ATHENS DIALOGUES e-JOURNAL

The interactive e-journal The Athens Dialogues has been created by Harvard
University's Centre for Hellenic Studies and will operate under its editorial
supervision. The e-journal includes scholarly articles, presentations and
essays written for the conference. The texts of the main speakers are
pre-published in this pioneering academic journal, and the respondents and
wider public were able to contribute with comments and observations.
The dialogue has thus begun on the Internet before the opening of the
conference. After the completion of the conference, the journal will host
the video recordings of the speakers’ presentations together with the
ensuing dialogue with the public, constituting thus a highly contemporary
form of publication of the activities of the conference. Interactive, dynamic
and multi-medial, the electronic journal will open up a new age in the
academic world and, as it addresses an international public, it will set the
ground for a productive and interdisciplinary dialogue.

THE ATHENS DIALOGUES NETWORK

A further innovation in the conference framework is the creation of The
Athens Dialogues Network, a network of scholars, researchers, intellectuals
and artists who take an active interest in Greek culture. As a result of
this dynamic dialogue which will begin with this ambitious programme,
researchers and scientists from all over the world will be able to get
to know each other, share experiences, and create smaller and bigger
networks around research projects, teaching methods, ways of dealing
with institutional difficulties and problems. By extension, the Onassis
Cultural Centre will enrich its own scholarly and cultural network on an
international level.

LIVE WEBCAST OF THE CONFERENCE

The webcasting of the conference aims at allowing the dialogue to
transcend the narrow spatio-temporal boundaries of the conference
amphitheatre and to attain a public status with broad participation. The
conference will be broadcast through an electronic platform to more
than 35 collaborating Universities and Institutes in Greece and abroad.

In addition, this electronic platform will allow the users to watch the
conference in real time from their personal computers and to submit
their questions and comments via SMS text messages or e-mails.

IDENTITY AND DIFFERENCE

One of the most timely and critical discussions in today’s world turns
on the concept of identity — and its mirror-image, difference. De-
bate has focused on the question of whether identity is inherent or
constructed, and if the latter, through what influences and mecha-
nisms. The argument ranges widely, for identity may be personal,
social, ethnic or political; and of these the last two in particular in-
volve issues that are of burning concern in today’s globalized world.

STORIES AND HISTORIES

Greek culture has had a substantial impact on historiography and story-
telling or, more generally speaking, on the relationship between history
and the manifold ways of dealing with it. Part of this session will focus
on narrative concepts as a means of bridging the gap between history
and storytelling, between the world of historical facts and the realm
of mythical events. This may also help to bring together professional
historians and literary scholars or authors. It will also discuss how the
ways of memorizing, thinking, and understanding the past can contribute
to the making (not to say construction) of different collective or individual
identities and vice versa.

LOGOS AND ART

What lies behind the remarkable strength and continuity of Hellenic
culture? In the closely linked fields of visual and verbal art, there are
recurrent elements traceable over nearly three millennia in which one can
locate both the vigor of expression and deep capacity for tradition-based
innovation so characteristic of Greek civilization.

Experts from a variety of disciplines will be brought together to examine
the abiding, vital forces that continue to propel a precious cultural heritage.

DEMOCRACY AND POLITEIA

The city of Athens, where the conference is taking place, more than any
other city-state of ancient Greece made an acknowledged contribution to
the notions of democratic governance. This was both idealistic and realistic,
emphasizing the importance of the individual but also the collectivity. The
notion of human dignity was repeatedly stressed as was that of equality
even though the latter was also severely circumscribed by the different
social attitudes of the ancient world towards slavery, women and the
rights of semi-citizens or immigrants. The understanding of justice and
what purpose it should serve also received nuanced and sophisticated
treatment that still informs legal thinking. Similarly pioneering was the
realization that, in democracy, citizens have duties as well as rights, towards
the state but also towards ‘eternal’ laws, touching the sensitive issue of
the permissible limits of civil disobedience.

The notions of the ancient world spread and touched not only lawyers
and politicians but also thinkers and creators from all disciplines.

SCIENCE AND ETHICS

The enormous achievements of Science and Technology provide both
huge promises but also highly dangerous threats. Ethical questions have
moved from the realm of philosophy to the practicalities of medical
treatments. Genetic manipulation at the level of human reproduction
could have a dramatic impact on our existence. The emergence of new
technologies, including nanotechnology, biotechnology and information
technology, could have an unprecedented effect on the brains of future
generations. The relevant threats and opportunities open to our children
and grandchildren as the 2lst century unfolds require serious exploration
and emphasize that it is absolutely vital to enhance and facilitate the
public engagement with Science.

On a different point of view, the recent developments in Science in general
and in Neuroscience in particular, bring us closer to addressing perhaps
the most profound remaining open question of the human endeavor:
is it possible for the human brain to understand itself, or as the ancient
Greeks would say “to know thyself"?

QUALITY OF LIFE

One of the great challenges for the 2Ist century is the integration of
disciplinary knowledge into usable and universal principles for creative
transitions to a higher quality of life in the diverse and growing humanity.
Universal principles of sustainability are urgently needed to build a basis
for quality of life theory and indicators that, in turn, guide and inform
citizens and their governing organizations. The session will explore
the diachronic sense of Greek heritage that has informed scholarly
understanding of quality of life and universal principles of sustainability
past, present, and future..

ONASSIS FOUNDATION ACTIVITIES

Scholarships awarded to Greek doctoral and postgraduate students for
studies abroad and in Greece and to non-Greek candidates for research
and study within Greece (5,000 until today in total). For this purpose, the
Foundation spends more than $ 5,000,000 on a yearly basis.

Onassis International Prizes. In 1978, the Foundation established the first
International Prizes program. The prizes were awarded to individuals or
organizations whose services in the fields of culture, social achievement
and the environment were deemed valuable. Between 1994 and 2006, the
Foundation has awarded international prizes on a competitive basis in the
arts. In 2008, the program was redesigned to include: a) the Onassis Prizes
in Shipping, Trade and Finance in collaboration with the Cass Business
School and the City of London, b) the Onassis International Prizes in
Law and in Letters, in collaboration with the Institute of France, Paris,
c) the Onassis International Prize for the protection of the Environment
in collaboration with the City of Hamburg, and d) the “Hestia” Onassis
International Prize in Immigrant Integration and Human Development,
launched in the framework of the Civil Society Days (CSD) of the 3rd
Global Forum on Migration and Development 2009 (GFMD) in Greece,
organized by the Onassis Foundation.

Support for Hellenic Studies. Both independently and in association with
other institutions, the Foundation awards support to established programs
in Greek language and Hellenic studies at Universities outside Greece. To
date, programmes in more than twenty nations have received support.

Onassis Affiliate Foundation in New York. The Alexander S. Onassis
Public Benefit Foundation (USA) was established in 1999 in New York City
(Olympic Tower) to disseminate information about Hellenic civilization
throughout the United States of America and Canada. Every year, the
Foundation organizes a major exhibition of archaeological interest as well
as a program of visiting professors from Greece, hosted by renowned
Universities of Northern and Southern America and Canada, and give
lectures on Greek civilization.

Onassis Cardiac Surgery Center. Built by the Foundation and deliv-
ered to the Greek state in 1992 as a fully operational facility whose
cost at the time amounted to more than $75,000,000 (estimated
at €150,000,000 in today’s prices). The 127-bed OCSC during the
first 15 years of its function, has admitted 320,000 patients while
thousands of surgeries within the whole spectrum of cardiology as
well as 70 heart and 6 lung transplantations have been performed.

solutions offered by ancient Greek literature for the improvement of
the quality of life for people today.

The competition was widely advertised through EUNIC, through the
institutes participating in this project (the British Council, the Goethe-
Institut, the Danish Institute, the Instituto Cervantes, the House of Cyprus,
the Swedish Institute and the Hellenic Cultural Foundation) and also
through the co-organizers of The Athens Dialogues.

The young prize-winners will attend the conference and participate actively
in its organization. Their essays will be published in the electronic journal
of The Athens Dialogues.

The Onassis Cultural Centre aspires to make its mark on the cultural life
of Athens and Greece by providing a home for the arts and letters in
our ever more complex and demanding socio-economic environment.
Equipped with its new, cutting-edge premises at Syngrou Avenue and
the Onassis Foundation’s many years of experience in the sphere of
culture, the Onassis Cultural Centre rejects the passivity of simply hosting
cultural events in favour of the concerted dynamism of a cultural engine
for promoting contemporary arts and thought. The emphasis will be on
the work of Greek artists, wherever they may be based, with a view to
spotlighting contemporary Greek creativity across the cultural spectrum.

The Centre will afford absolute equality to art, literature and the critical
thought. Indeed, this is an existential imperative for everybody involved,
and it should therefore come as no surprise that the first event to
be hosted in the Centre's new building will be a high-level academic
symposium addressing Greek civilization and its role in contemporary
society: the Athens Dialogues. The "Talks & Thoughts” cycle, which shares
both the rationale and the thrust of the Athens Dialogues, will present us
with an opportunity to meet with some of the most exciting minds of our
times international figures from the realms of ideas, academe and the arts.

Our theatre and dance programmes aim at bringing together artists from
the Greek and international scenes. Outward-looking in our vision, we
place our trust in artists whose presence in the Greek capital will enrich
the Athenian cultural scene. In music, our programme embraces a broad
range of genres; the Centre’s collaborations with the Camerata and the
Orchestra of Colours underscore our determination to support these
time-proven and worthy efforts through the provision of a platform and
continuity. The Centre’s 600 m? exhibition space will host international
exhibitions, as well as shows laying the foundations for a dynamic dialogue
between artists from Greece and abroad. The Centre will also operate
extramurally, with actions and happenings taking place ‘out there’ in the
city itself, and emphasize educational programmes and life-long learning.

The foundations of the Onassis Cultural Centre were laid in Athens in
2004. The construction of the Centre was exclusively funded and overseen
by the Onassis Foundation. The unique configuration of the facade serves
as a stage set which imbues the building with a sense of mystery both
during the night and the day, when the marble bands serve to reflect the
intense Attic light and create the impression from afar of a gentle wave.

The building includes two main auditoria, seating 880 and 220 respectively,
which are suited to a wide range of events including theatre and dance
performances, concerts, film screenings, lectures and conferences, while
the ground-floor bar was redesigned by artist Aemilia Papafilippou around
an original artwork. The top storey is home to a restaurant, which will
extend out onto the rooftop terrace during the summer months and
offers breathtaking views.

DIALOGUES

The Visual Dialogues is the first production of the Onassis Cultural
Centre in the field of the visual arts. It constitutes a parallel activity to
the international Athens Dialogues conference, which was the occasion
for its creation.

Fourteen visual artists using contemporary forms of expression (video
projections of electronic images or photographs, sound installations,
animation, interactive works, etc.) have attempted to translate into images
the problematic stimulated by the scholarly discussions conducted under
the six thematic headings of the conference (Identity and Difference,
Stories and Hlistories, Logos and Art, Democracy and Politeia, Science and
Ethics, Quality of Life), and respond, each in their own way, to the issues
that arise from the investigation and reappraisal of the cultural legacy of
ancient Greece in contemporary society.

As a result, fourteen new works have emerged, especially created for the
project and based chiefly on new technologies, which will be installed in
busy public spaces (both in the open and indoors) so that people will
come across them unexpectedly.

The title Visual Dialogues refers initially more to the dialogue of the works
to be created with the thematic headings of the conference, and only in a
lesser degree to a dialogue among the works themselves, a development
which may well ultimately ensue.

The immediate aim of this particular initiative is not that the Athenian
public should seek out these works but that they should encounter
them by chance in an unexpected way. What is hoped for is an effect
of surprise, an arousing of interest, and — why not!? — the creation of a
public discussion about them.

We believe that this project will enliven, stimulate and revitalize the city,
creating nuclei of involvement and poles of attraction in areas much
frequented by the public, dispelling the indifference, the indolence, on,
conversely, the rush and stressful rhythms that govern the reality of city
life, shattering in the end the monotonous daily routine.

If an interactive relationship of the Athenian people with the works —a
stimulation of their interest in contemporary forms of the visual arts and
in the dialectical relation of art to scientific, philosophical and sociological
discourse — can be realized, then the Visual Dialogues will have achieved
Its aim.

The fourteen artists taking part in the action and the places where
their works are shown are: Christos Apostolakis — Omonia Metro Station,
Katerina Apostolidou — ATE Bank (Panepistimiou St.), Makis Faros — Book
Arcade, Eleni Kamma - Omonia Metro Station, Anna Lascari — Syntagma
Metro Station, Despina Meimaroglou — Omonia Metro Station, Nikos
Navridis — Old Parliament Building, Nikos Papadimitriou — Ermou St.
Pedestrian Precinct, Angelo Plessas — Outdoor Parking opposite from the
Klafthmonos Square, Alexandros Psychoulis — Monastiraki Metro Station,
Yannis Scourletis — Syntagma Metro Station, Vassiliea Stylianidou — Mo-
nastiraki Metro Station, Dimitris Tsoublekas — Atrium of the Book Arcade,
Kostis Velonis — Information Centre of the Ministry of Culture.

The “Paris 1900: Art Nouveau and Modernism. Treasures from the Petit
Palais” exhibition is being staged in parallel with the Athens Dialogues
conference and with the support of the Alexander S. Onassis Foundation
and the National Bank of Greece.

The Paris World Fair (Exposition Universelle) of 1900 forms the axis of
the show, which spotlights the dominant architectural and artistic trends
in Paris at the turn of the 20th century.

In the words of the Director of the National Gallery and professor of Art
History, Marina Lambraki-Plaka: “The year 1900 was a watershed. The Paris
World Fair, the fifth and last of the 19th century (the others were staged
in 1855, 1867, 1878 and 1889 respectively) provides a symbolic overview
of the transition from the 19th to the 20th century. It was a triumphal
summing up of the achievements of the past century in economics and
industry, technology, science and culture, but it also looked ahead to a
new era of peace, prosperity, progress and cooperation between the
peoples of the dawning age. The mass slaughter of the Great War would
consign this utopian dream to the history books.

"The symbolic culmination of the Belle Epoque, the World Fair of 1900
also embodies its paradoxes. In it, Symbolism, the search for the spiritual
in nature and art, a pan-European movement which emerged in the
late 19th century as a reaction against Positivism and Realism, and the
corresponding tendencies of Art Nouveau with its indulgent decorative
excess, exist alongside and clash with the austere post-impressionist
quests of artists like Cézanne, whose work would soon point the way
to Cubism. The last eclectic buildings, too, with their intricately wrought
ironwork and wealth of floral designs in carved stone and marble overlap
with the first modern constructions using the reinforced concrete that
would define 20th-century architecture.

"In short, the World Fair of 1900--a reference point for our show, too--was
both a farewell and a new beginning”.

VASSO KATRAKI
GIVING LIFE
TO STONE

4/11/2010 — 31/1/2011

The exhibition Vasso Katraki-Giving Life to Stone at the Museum of Cycladic
Art is organized as a parallel event of the Athens Dialogues conference
and is sponsored by the Onassis Foundation. It presents representative
works from the entire artistic production of this great engraver —one
of the leading figures of twentieth-century Greek cultural expression in
its entirety, with international recognition. The exhibition was organized
in collaboration with the Vasso Katraki Museum-Center for Engraving
Art in Aetoliko, which contributed the majority of the exhibited works.
The selection of the works was based on two axes: the anthropocentric
character of her art; and the “relevance” of Vasso's engraving to the
Cycladic marble sculptures of the prehistoric Aegean. These criteria were
bolstered by the desire to give the public the fullest possible insight into
her total production.

The exhibition brings together woodcuts and wood engravings, engraved
stones, drawings, stone moulds, painted pebble, photos and documentation
material. This presentation is aptly enhanced by the scholarly essays of
the catalogue, which approach the artist's work from a variety of vintage
points, affording a fine glimpse into the personality of the artist and the
power of her art.

Katraki's myths refer to universal and eternal values; her images tie the
viewer down, aiming at an ideogram that refers to their essence. Through
the various versions of each theme, we observe the thoughts and goals,
the aesthetic ideal, the transition to forms of a heightened emotional
load. From her first student works to her later, monumental propositions,
the perception and rendering of the human figure is the dominant
aesthetic-thematic selection of her creation, in which assiduous research
and dialogue with Greek art —from prehistory to its popular-traditional
expression— play a key role.

The anagoges to and similarities with Cycladic figures are more than
potent —her research and interest in Cycladic art, as a fixed area of
focus and a source of inspiration, remain intact throughout her creative
path. In the elongated, archetypical figures of her compositions, with the
abstraction and the deeply wrought simplification of their form, Katraki
develops the same vision. She shapes an entire world of symbolic images,
expresses a particular stance of life and a social protest, delves in the
nucleus of existence and focuses on man'’s destiny, balancing passion and
exaltation through the evocative antithesis of white and black.

And next to her art, in immediate interdependence with it, is her life;
Aetoliko and the lagoon; the War, the Occupation and the Resistance;
the exaltations, hopes and refutations —starting points and experiences
that determine every attempt of any interpretative approach and analysis
of her engraving.

Katraki will dedicate herself to her art, the art of engraving which,
thanks to its truth, boldness and poetics, its ethical values, humanitarian-
ecumenical content and non-negotiable view, succeeds in communicating
with the audience, corroborating the authenticity and importance of her
contribution.
